Business Tech Wheel 8 Syllabus: Welcome to Business Tech Wheel 8; this course is a continuation of the broad survey of business and technology concepts started in Business Wheel 7.   A major project for this course is a career research project that will be completed and presented mid-semester.   

Course Objective: To provide a foundational knowledge of and introduction to: economic systems, business ownership and management, entrepreneurship, business finance and careers in business.

Teacher Responsibilities: It is the responsibility of the teacher to:
· Support the vision and guiding principles of Leroy Greene Academy and core beliefs of Natomas Unified School District;
· Protect each student’s right to learn in a positive academic environment in which respect is shown to all members of the classroom and community;
· Communicate with parents regarding student academic progress and behavior in class;
· Maintain school policies and procedures following school rules.

Grading: Student performance will be continually monitored through extensive classroom observation.  Assignments are graded based on student’s ability to demonstrate mastery of the information.  Mastery is the ability to demonstrate an understanding of the necessary skills as opposed to busy work within the classroom.  Grades will be weighted as follows:  Projects/Essays/Tests as 70% of students grade, Quizzes 10%, homework/classwork 15%, and 5% for Academic Responsibility.  
Academic responsibility encompasses two areas: Late work and failing to be prepared daily for class.

Attendance and Participation: Daily attendance is critical in order to have the time to complete all assignments as given.  All work will be done in class and organized in a binder or if using an acceptable tech device saved to your Google drive where you will share with teacher.  Work in class allows the students to be monitored and assisted with each task under teacher supervision.
