Instructional Concepts: What you should learn

· Table Tool in Microsoft Publisher

· Copy and Paste and Snap to Ruler Markers for equal size objects.

· How to use Line Border styles.

Create a one-month calendar for any month in the future. An example of how your calendar should look can be found on the back of this page. Your calendar must use the entire page and must include the following:

· Landscape Orientation (11 x 8 ½ paper size)

· Month and Year using WordArt.
· Days of the week at the top of each column. Make the row height ½ inch.

· Make the bottom line, below the days of the week, a 4-point (pt) thick black line.

· Gridlines for the entire table.

· Day numbers in equal sized boxes

· 3 to 5 graphics located anywhere inside the calendar.

· Your name in the last box of the table.
