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A Work Cited (bibliography) lists sources of information and normally includes the name, author and publisher of each source.  If the ideas or information used is someone else’s, you need to cite the sources.  Here’s a handy guide to help in properly citing your resources.

In this class, we use the Modern Language Association of America (MLA) style.  Here are two main citations.

World Wide Web (Professional site)

Structure of the citation:

Author’s last name, first name (if known, otherwise list Unknown).  “Title.”  .  Document

 Date, Last Updated, or Copyright Date (if known).  Owner or Sponsor of Web Site.  <http://address/filename/…> Date Visited or Accessed.

Example:

Lucas, George.  “Star Wars: Welcome to the Official Web Site.”  2005.  StarWars.Com. <http://www.starwars.com/>  January 18, 2005.
Note:  With web site entries, when certain items do not apply or are not available, skip those and go on to the next item.

World Wide Web (Government document)

Structure of the citation:

Governement Agency.  Title of document.  Date of document, Last Updated, or Copyright Date (if known).  Date visited.  <http://address/filename/>.

Example:

United States.  U.S. Census Bureau.  Poverty in the United States:  1998.  Sept. 1999.
