Title: Teenage Drinking

Header: Teenage Drinking and Driving

Create a web site about why teenagers shouldn’t drink and drive.

Research the Issue

Review the “Facts to Consider” and check out “Additional Resources.”  Think about what types of messages you would most likely listen to and/or be persuaded by.

Target Audience

Address students between the ages 12 to 18 years old.  You may, however, choose to address your message to a specific group of teenagers (for example, drinking drivers, passengers of drinking drivers, friends of drinking drivers, party givers, parents who provide kids with alcohol, etc.)

Create a Storyboard about the site.

As a draft, create a storyboard of what you think you want your site to look like before you begin designing it.  

Your Web Site

Use of pictures can be very persuasive with a topic such as this, but don’t over do it by making the site about pictures.  Pictures will have accompanying text to explain the picture.   Alternative to use of pictures, create a slide show in PowerPoint, with animation and timings.  Embed the presentation into one page of your site.

Alcohol Related

Facts to Consider

· It is illegal for anyone under age 21 to drink alcohol.

· Alcohol is the number one drug problem among young people.

· Drivers under age 21 can have their drivers license revoked or suspended for one year for driving with a Blood Alcohol Concentration (BAC) of .01 or more or for refusing to take a BAC test.

· Traffic collisions are the greatest single cause of death for people 6 to 28 years old.

· 2.6 million teenagers don’t know that a person can dies from an alcohol overdose.

· 56% of students in grade 5 to 12 say that alcohol advertising encourages them to drink.

· 35% of children in the 4th grade report having been pressured by their classmates to drink; by the time they reach 6th grade, 49% have been pressured.

· Of the 20 million junior and senior high school students in America, one-half drink alcohol monthly.

· More than 40% of teens who admitted drinking said they drink when they are upset; 31% drink alone; 25% drink when they are bored; and 25% drink to “get high”.
