On your desktop create 2 folders to store your work, label one a practice folder, you will save your practice and experimental work in this folder.  Title the second folder project.  In this folder you will store your project work.

Open a notepad and type the following code:

It is time to save the file and view the work.  On the menu bar click file, save as.  When the window opens click on the desktop, find and open the practice folder.  Save the work into the practice folder.  Save the document as textexperiment.htm, file type as txt.  The file will save to the practice folder.  Open the file and view on the web browser.  Go to View on the menu bar, find the source and open.  The notepad to the web page will open allowing you to edit and add to the code of this page.  Continue adding on to this page.
Now add the following  to experiment with font size.
<font size =1>This is font size one.</font>

<font size =2>This is font size two.</font>

<font size =3>This is font size three.</font>

<font size =4>This is font size four.</font>

<font size =5>This is font size five.</font>

<font size =6>This is font size six.</font>

<font size =7>This is font size seven.</font>
Save the work and refresh your web page to view your additions.  Do this often.
Now type this to experiment with font color.
<font color=red>This text is red.</font>

<font color=blue>This text is blue.</font>

<font color=green>This text is green.</font>

<font color=black>This text is black.</font>

<font color=yellow>This text is yellow.</font>

Save the work and refresh your web page to view your additions.
