Open the template notepad you have created, the following code should appear:

Create a banner in the Paint application.  Attributes of image should be a width equaling 800 pixels and a height equaling 200 pixels.  Make a colored background and add text to let your reader know what your page is about.  See Mrs. Favila for examples and mini lesson.

Unit 2: Adding and Working with Images.

Add the information written in red to your notepad and replace “?” with attributes of your choosing.  Select a theme for this practice page and find 8-12 images to use on the page.

<body bgcolor=”?”>Replace the “?” with a named color. This adds a background color to your page.
<font face=”?”> Replace the “?” with a font style.
<center>

<img src="?”>Replace the “?” with the name of your saved banner.
Add a break to separate the banner and the next picture on the page.  You may center your first two images if you choose.

Add additional breaks if you feel the need. Hint:<br>
Next you will add an image with a border, and provide alternate text should the image not appear.
Type this: 
<img src="?” border=(a number between 1 and 10) alt="image of ?">Replace the “?” with the location and name of the picture used.  For alt name the image for the reader.  Hint: Picture of a tiger.
Save the work and refresh your web page to view your additions.  Do this often.
Next try text wrapping:

Place an image on the page with an align left as an attibute:
<img src="?” align=left> Replace the “?” with the location and name of the picture used.  

Then write a paragraph describing your topic or the image you have placed on the page.  Type at least 3 sentences.  
Now add several breaks before adding the next image. In this image tag you will align the text to the right.
<img src="?" align=right> Replace the “?” with the location and name of the picture used.  

Then write a paragraph describing your topic or the image you have placed on the page.  Type at least 3 sentences.  

Now add several breaks before adding the next two images. One image will be aligned right the other left with text wrapping between the two.  

Type:

<img src="?" align=left> Replace the “?” with the location and name of the picture used.  

<img src="?" align=right> Replace the “?” with the location and name of the picture used.  

Then write a paragraph describing your topic or the image you have placed on the page.  Type at least 5 sentences about the topic.  

Now add several breaks before adding the next image.  The next bit of work will have you placing a label beside a picture with the text appearing either at the top, middle, or bottom of the image.

Place three images on the page with a couple of breaks between each one:

Save the work and refresh your web page to view your additions. 
Begin a new web page:

You are going to create a new page using images as bullets in a list.

Open the template notepad you have created, the following code should appear:

<title>Give page a name</title>

<body bgcolor=”?”> Replace ”?” with a color of your choosing.
<font color=”?” face=”?”> Replace ”?” with a color and font style of your choosing.
<h1><center>Text identifying the topic of the page. </center></h1>
Now you will create a list using images as the bullets. You will align text to the top, bottom, or middle of the image plus provide space between the image and the text.

Type the following:
<ul><br><img src="?" align=”?” hspace=”?”>Type the image label here.  Replace the first "?" with the location and name of the image, the second "?" with top, middle, or bottom, and the third "?" with a number representing the pixel space you wish to create.
<br>
Repeat the steps for five additional images.  Be uniform, do not change the text alignment and horizontal spacing.  Use the same attributes for all six pictures.

Save the page as imagelist.htm in your practice folder.  Open your practice folder and open the page to view your work.  Edit as necessary.

Begin a new web page:

You are going to create a new page with an image as a background and place a horizontal rule that has a color, width and size attributes.
Open the template notepad you have created, the following code should appear:

<title>Background</title>

<body background=”?”> Replace ”?” with an image of your choosing. You must type the location and file name.
Save this page as background.htm, file type text, in your practice folder.  Open and view page.  Now view source and add the following tag:

<hr color=”?” width=”?” size=”?”>

Replace the first”?” with a color of your choosing, the second”?” with a number to represent pixels, something between 100-800, and the third ”?” with a number between 5-20 to represent pixel size.

Save your work and view the page.  Edit as necessary.

Begin a new web page:

You are going to create a new page with a washout image as a background.

Open publisher.  Open a blank publication.  Insert a picture from your files on to the blank publication.  Right click on the picture and at the next window click on format picture.  At the next window that opens go to image control and at color prompt on the drop down menu select washout.  This will cause the colors in your image to fade or become more transparent.  Save the picture in your practice folder under a new name such as “washout.jpg.”  You may close publisher.  Hint: Do not save the image as a publisher file.  Because the image is already saved there is no need to save the publisher file when asked.  Save only the picture, not any white space around it.  If you save the white space as well, it becomes part of your picture.

<title>Washout</title>

<body background=”?”> Replace ”?” with the image you have edited to a washout.  You must type the location and file name.

Save this page as washout.htm, file type text, in your practice folder.  Open and view page.

Save your work and view the page.  Edit as necessary.
